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The formalities for the celebration of marriage in Armenia are governed by Armenian law. For

 Copy of residence permit, if applicable 

 Copy of valid passport 

*Birth certificates in the form of a booklet or certificates concerning the registration of the birth or the 
corresponding act are not accepted. A duplicate can be requested at any time from the Ministry of 
Justice. 

The original documents are submitted to the civil status authority concerned in Switzerland and must 
not be older than six months. They will not be returned. Photocopies are not accepted. Additional 
documents may be required if necessary.

All foreign civil status documents must be affixed with an apostille, then translated into a Swiss national 
language by an authorised translator, notarised and affixed with an apostille before being submitted to 
the Swiss representation. 
  
Please note that foreign civil status documents which have been issued electronically and are verifiable 
online do not require an apostille. They do however need to be translated into a Swiss national language 
by an authorised translator, notarised and affixed with an apostille before being submitted to the Swiss 
representation.

Visa request for long stay (type D) – Family reunion 
 
If you plan to take up residence in Switzerland after the marriage, the foreign spouse must apply for a 
type D visa (long stay visa). For this purpose, the following documents must be presented: 
 
 Original valid passport (+ 2 copies)  

 Valid residence card for foreign nationals with permanent residence in Armenia (+ 2 copies)  

 Visa application form for long stay (type D) duly filled and signed (in triplicate)  

 4 recent passport pictures   

 Original Criminal record  (+ 1 copy)

The fees are to be paid the day of the appointment by means of a bank card (no cash accepted).
