The value chain for dairy and meat products in Samtskhe-Javakheti  are 
strengthened. The quality of milk and meat is improved, with producti on 
increased by 10 percent.
Small livestock producers have improved access to markets, informati on, 
services and technologies and increase their incomes  by 20 percent
The interacti on between the farmer households, their communiti es and 
local self-government is enhanced and contributes to transparent deci-
sion-making with a parti cipati on of all stakeholders.

The region of Samtskhe-Javakheti  is one of the least developed regions of 
Georgia. Some 60 percent of the populati on fall below the poverty line, 
and some 80 percent are unemployed or are subsistence farmers. The ma-
jority of residents own catt le; households own in average 1.5 ha of land. 
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The region produces a large share of Georgia’s livestock, but access to 
markets is restricted as a result of small producti on quanti ti es and unreli-
able qualiti es, as well as poor transport connecti on with the key consump-
ti on and processing markets.
The region is also prone to landslides, fl oods, and erosion due to tectonic 
movements and seismic acti viti es, which is aggravated by oft en unsustain-
able agricultural practi se.

The project targets the municipaliti es of Adigeni, Akhaltsikhe, Aspindze, 
Akhalkalaki and Ninotsminda and focuses on the dairy and meat value 
chains. The most important issues addressed are catt le breeding and 
feeding, access to markets, food safety and hygiene, and disaster risk 
management.
Farmers, service providers, village authoriti es and other stakeholders 
benefi t from training, capacity building and targeted small-scale capital 
investment in the following areas:
• Fodder base, breed quality and hygiene standards of livestock pro-

ducti on
• Quality and effi  ciency of milk producti on, collecti on and processing
• Quality and effi  ciency of meat producti on and processing as well as 

animal trade and transportati on
• Access to fi nance and investments.
Acti viti es in the fi eld of Disaster Risk Reducti on ensure that negati ve ef-
fects of the project are prevented and support the resilience of the inter-
venti on.

A total of 9000 farmer households (out of some 150’000 in the target 
area) benefi t from advisory services or enjoy improved access to veteri-
nary services and agricultural inputs. Parti cipati ng farmers are expected 
to increase their incomes by 10-20 percent.
A minimum of 50 matching grants, especially in support of service pro-
viders such as veterinary and agricultural input shops as well as entre-
preneurs in the fi elds of dairy producti on and meat processing, help to 
sti mulate the market dynamics in the livestock value chains.
Local government and civil society representati ves identi fy agricultural 
prioriti es and embed the process of preparati on and planning and miti -
gati on of natural disaster risks on the increase of agricultural producti v-
ity.
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
