O If the Swiss spouse/partner is resident in Switzerland: Copy of the valid Swiss passport and
if available a copy of the certificate of civil status or birth certificate (showing the names of the
parents)

For the non-Swiss spouse / partner:

O Birth certificate
- showing the full name of the parents
- issued within the last 6 months. If the document is older, a new document must be ordered
- photocopies, scans or certified copies will not be accepted
- will not be returned to you

O If single (= never been married or in a registered partnership before): A statutory
Declaration/Affidavit
- sworn before a Notary Public
stating the following:
- Residential address at the time of the marriage
- Nationalities
- Confirmation of the marital status (never been married or in a registered partnership before)
prior to current marriage
original not older than 6 months
photocopies, scans or certified copies will not be accepted
will not be returned to you

O If divorced: Divorce order from Tuvalu
- Original order dissolving marriage or an original certified copy, issued within the last 6 months
by the Court which granted the order (will not be returned to you)
- with mention of date order made and date order sealed
- photocopies, scans or certified copies will not be accepted

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O If widowed: Tuvalu Death certificate of previous spouse
- issued within the last 6 months. If the document is older, a new document must be ordered
- photocopies, scans or certified copies will not be accepted

O Two copies of passeport
O If any document has not been issued by the Tuvalu authorities, please contact this
representation. We will then inform you about the criteria required for the non-Tuvalu documents.

Additional documents and/or an advance payment may be required for the verification process,
which can take several months.

Translation

Documents that are not in a Swiss national language or in English must be translated.

Fees

Registration of the marriage in the Swiss civil status register is free of charge.
