Following the 2004 tsunami, Swiss Humanitarian. Aid deployed resources mainly in Sri Lanka, Indonesia and
Thailand. A total of CHF 35 million was spent on emergency operations and various rehabilitation and reconstruction

programmes.
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Securing drinking water

The SDC focused its efforts on
rehabilitating a key facility for
treating and distributing drinking
water. To date, 62,000 m* of water
are being distributed daily in the city
of Banda Aceh.
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
